J. Bruno also informed the members that R. Steele had informed the Select Board about an
issue that involves the homeowners and business owners from Drake Rd to Hydeville Post
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Office. The State had sent letters to all of them telling them that they had to remove all items,
signs, decks, etc. that are in the State right of way within 30 days or the State will come and do
it.
